Mr. Josephy reported on his inspection of this property, that led him to conclude that the Department of Transportation (DOT) valuation estimate of $265,000 for a total take of 50,700 sq. ft. of land improved with a two-family residence appears reasonably supported by three comparable sales of similar houses, with sale prices adjusted to reflect market conditions, location, and physical attributes.

Based on questions Mr. Josephy raised as to the reasons why a total take of the property was necessary, DOT provided additional information to the Board.  The original proposal was to acquire a slope easement and the right to install and maintain a retaining wall (PRB 08-290).  In a memorandum to Richard C. Armstrong, Transportation Principal Engineer from Thomas J. O’Hala, Division Chief – Administration, both of the Bureau of Engineering and Construction, it was suggested that DOT acquire the entire property because (1) the proposed retaining wall and required drainage improvements would require the reconstruction of the properties septic system or its connection to the 
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Town’s sewer system; and (2) construction estimates for this work were in excess of $1,000,000 (See Attachment C).
Mr. Josephy recommended approval.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval for this grant of an easement area of approximately 25,140 square feet on the campus of the Norwich Technical High School.  The conveyance complies with Section 18 of Special Act 08-8, authorizing the easement for the purpose of installing, maintaining, operating, repairing and replacing subsurface natural gas pipelines and related subsurface gas transmission equipment. The instrument granting the easement was signed by the Treasurer October 8, 2009.  The legal description in Schedule A of the easement is consistent with the referenced survey map provided.

As required by the Special Act, the Grantee covenants in favor of the State:

(1) To indemnify and hold harmless the state from and against all claims arising out of its use of said premises;
(2) To restore the premises after completion of any work, including the repaving of disturbed areas;
(3) The use and purpose of such easement shall not be expanded without the prior written approval of the Department of Education;
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(4) Absent prior written approval of the Department of Education, all gas facilities and improvements installed or to be installed under the terms of such easement shall be located below the surface of said parcel of land; and
(5) The State shall retain the right to relocate the gas facilities and the easement area and the City of Norwich shall timely cause any such relocation to be performed at its sole cost and expense. 

Ms. Goodhouse said that in the event that the City of Norwich discontinues use of such easement for the purposes stated herein or fails to comply with any provision of the deed covenants, the easement may be terminated by the State.
