Mr. Dillon recommended approval of PRB #10-319 because the release of land complies with Section 9 of Public Act 10-1.  Public Act 10-1 directs the release of two parcels measuring 0.103-acres (Parcel 1) and 0.490-acres (Parcel 2) to go to the Town of Wallingford for $1,000 administrative fee, with the 
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proviso that the property remain in Town ownership and be used for municipal purposes.  The file from DOT confirms that Parcel 1 was transferred to the Town in 1977.  This transfer was related to State Project Number 148-75-5A and included a deed restriction for highway purposes only.  PA 10-1 eliminated this restriction on Parcel 1 and allows the transfer of both parcels to the Town for municipal purposes.
