Ms. Musumeci moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to approve reimbursement of meeting and mileage fees to Messrs. Greenberg, Millstein and Pepe for their inspection of farm property in Seymour on November 28, 2008 (PRB File #08-338-A).  The motion passed unanimously.

Savings.  PRB File #08-348-A.  Purchase of Development Rights to 106.92 +/- acres of agricultural land, W/S of Pothier Road, Torrington. Grantor:  William J. and Charlotte Carroll.  Mr. Babiarz reported that on October 8, 2008, the Board rejected a proposal from the Department of Agriculture to purchase development rights to the above-captioned property.  The negotiated price of $530,000 was rejected because a downward adjustment in the property’s fee simple value appeared warranted based on the Board’s review of the submitted appraisal reports and current residential market conditions.

The Department of Agriculture resubmitted the proposal with a renegotiated purchase price of $372,616 for the development rights to 106.92 acres.  At it meeting on November 24, 2008, the Board voted to approve the proposal, resulting in a Savings to the State of $157,384.
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Site Visit – Sherman Farm – PRB File #08-347-A.  Thompson (vicinity of Woodstock Town Line).  Mr. Babiarz informed the Board that the site visit to the Sherman Farm has been rescheduled from Tuesday, December 9, 2008 to Friday, December 5, 2008.
