To acquire the agricultural development rights to approximately 22.0+/- 


acres of farm property known as "The Buell Farm".

Ms. Goodhouse reported that this item was suspended at the last meeting, pending receipt of additional information concerning the Department of Agriculture’s evaluation of the Buell application under the scoring criteria with respect to estate planning, as well as additional reports, if any, on the USDA-NRCS reclassification in August 2009 of the farmland soils.
Mr. Josephy remarked that the Department of Agriculture provided a memorandum (dated December 2, 2009) that documented how the Buell and Sandness families were planning for the future of the 190 acres of farmland they own.  They hope to develop of an estate plan that would keep most of the 107 acres of orchard as preserved farmland through sales of development rights to the State.
Concerning the soils evaluation, correspondence between the Connecticut Department of Agriculture and USDA confirmed that USDA had done a field inspection in August 2009, and upgraded the soil classification to prime farmland.
