Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Commission Letter, for a fee not-to-exceed $81,960, is to revise the Architect’s contract as follows:
1. The Architect’s total fee is modified from $3,438,775 to $3,520,735, an increase of $81,960, allocated as follows:

(a) The Contract Documents Phase is revised from $900,000 to $943,760.  The increase of $43,760 is intended to compensate the Architect for the following changes to project scope:

Cost to design, review bids and shop drawings and provide construction administration services for the addition of artwork beneath a raised glass and stainless steel flooring system ……. $29,100
Electrical service revisions congruent with new regulations set by CL&P ……………      9,160*

Revise construction documents to expand the Security System ………………………       5,500












  $43,760

(*The Architect completed the design development phase in calendar year 2003.  CL&P new regulations were set on September 11, 2006).
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(b) Sub-consultant geo-technical fees contained in Exhibit A, Section L, are modified from $50,000 to $85,000, an increase not-to-exceed $35,000 (Section L was added by means of the Second Amendment).

On June 23, 2006, GeoDesign Inc.’s proposed fee was based on a construction duration of 30 months and foundation construction activities of 150 days for a total cost of $129,350.  However, GeoDesign was authorized to proceed with foundation and vibration monitoring at a fee not-to-exceed $50,000.
Commission Letter #5 authorizes GeoDesign to continue the same services for the duration of construction and oversee the foundation design changes to Building F at the same hourly rates used in 2006 for a fee not-to-exceed $35,000.

(c) Exhibit A, Section N of the Architect’s Contract is revised from $9,872 to $13,072, an increase of $3,200.

The increase to $13,072 is congruent with the amount requested by the Architect in a proposal letter dated November 20, 2006.  This proposal letter was the sole basis for the submittal of Commission Letter #4 which added Section N to the Contract.  The Commission Letter, however, authorized a fee of $9,872.

Based upon his review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #5.

Mr. Cramer reported the subject Contract Amendment One is intended to compensate the Consultant an additional $148,150 of which $122,950 is allocated to basic Construction Administration services during design and $25,200 of the total fee is for building MEP Commissioning planning/specification services to be provided prior to the project construction phase.
Mr. Cramer stated that Board approval is recommended  based on the following:

1. The $122,900 fee is accompanied by a schedule of professional classifications, hourly 
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rates/classification and projected service hours required by classification for each phase of service.

2. The duration of basic preconstruction services is extended from 22 to 40 months, construction budget has increased $11,342,000 and project scope and complexity has increased to include a cafeteria addition, kitchen, new garage and chiller.

3. The hourly rate that accompanies the Consultant’s MEP Planning proposal appears to be reasonable.
