Ms. Goodhouse said that in April 2009, the Board approved a proposal to convey 9.61 acres to the Town of Newtown, pursuant to Section 8 of PA 04-186 (file PRB# 09-068).  The need for PRB File 

#10-324 is to correct the prior deed so that it conveys an appurtenant, non-exclusive right to travel Old Farm Road (not a town road, owned by the State) to access the property.  Old Farm Road is the access to the property from Mile Hill Road.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval of the corrected deed because (1) the conveyance is consistent with Section 8 of PA 04-186, which stipulates transfer of the property to the Town of Newtown for municipal purposes.  The intended municipal use is for an animal shelter; (2) as required 
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by statute, the deed specifies that property will revert to the State in the event (a) the property is not
used for municipal purposes; (b) ownership of the entire property is not retained by the Town; or (c) all or a portion of the property is leased out; and (3) the conveyance was approved by the Treasurer on March 30, 2009, and again on November 8, 2010.
