On February 5, 2007, the Board approved Task Letter #1 to provide Haz-Mat related administrative, design and construction administration services for a fee not-to-exceed $75,000 (PRB File #07-15).  He said that the subject Task Letter #1A, for a fee not-to-exceed $75,000, is provide a continuation of these services for a period of twelve (12) months ending February 7, 2009 (the 12-month term of Task Letter #1 expires on February 6, 2008).

Needless to say, this is an extraordinary amount of time under any circumstances to effect a lease, and we recommend the implementation of policies and procedures that accelerate the leasing process.
