COMMUNICATIONS
Letter to Democratic Legislative Leaders, Requesting Appointment.  The Board reviewed and authorized the transmittal of a letter from the Board to Senator Donald E. Williams, President Pro-Tempore of the Senate, and Representative Christopher Donovan, Speaker of the House, requesting a new appointment to the Board to fill the vacancy position formerly held by the late Lisa A. Musumeci (See Attachment A).
Request for Mediation under Section 9 of PA 09-186.  Ms. Goodhouse reported that on December 7, 2009 she met with Peter Houle of 220 Bunker Hill Road, Andover, who submitted a written request to the Board to mediate a purchase of real estate under the procedure recently established in PA 09-186 (See Attachment B).
Ms. Goodhouse reported that she notified the Department of Transportation (DOT) that the request was received, and has prepared a letter to Mr. Houle who asked to be informed of “what the correct process will be and the appropriate dates and deadlines” for the mediation to go forward (See Attachment C).  Ms. Goodhouse has contacted the Office of the Attorney General to inquire about procedural steps.  She also contacted the Office of Policy and Management (OPM), the Department of Environmental Protection, and the Department of Public Works to notify them that a request for mediation has been received and the requirement that the new statute requires they designate a mediator on or before January 1, 2010.  She also spoke with OPM about mediation training.
