Chairman Pepe called the meeting to order.

Mr. Greenberg moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

OPEN SESSSION  
ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 8, 2007.  Mr. Greenberg moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to accept the minutes of November 8, 2007.  The motion passed unanimously.

The Board reported on their site inspection of the subject the farm located on the south side of Exeter Road (Route 207).  The Department of Agriculture proposes to acquire the development rights to approximately 65 acres at a sale price of $3,692.30 per acre ($240,000+/-).  The farm is a dairy support farm containing approximately 31 acres of cropland planted with alfalfa, corn and hay and 8+/- acres are in pasture.  The 65 acres will constitute one farm restricted to agricultural use only.  No division, subdivision or building envelope are allowed.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that pursuant to Special Act 07-11, Section 20, the State of Connecticut proposes to release 0.04+/- acre of land and pedestrian right-of-way, site of the relocated historic Amos Bull House, with a related maintenance easement, to The Antiquarian and Landmarks Society for administrative and historic preservation purposes.

Ms. Goodhouse stated that The Amos Bull House was moved to the rear of 394 Main Street, Hartford in 1971 and attached to a carriage house on the property.  The carriage house is owned by The Antiquarian and Landmarks Society.  The result was the creation of a building owned 2/3 by the State, and 1/3 by the Society.  She said that The Amos Bull House and Carriage House have been the location of some of the offices of the Connecticut Commission on Culture and Tourism (CCT).  CCT 
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is consolidating all of its divisions (arts, tourism, historic preservation and museums and film) at One Constitution Plaza (PRB #06-269) where they are leasing 21,115 net usable sq. ft.

Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the curator (Beverly Lucas) of The Antiquarian and Landmark Society confirmed that they have the funds to maintain The Amos Bull House and that they support the transfer of the property to the Society.  CCT proposed the Special Act so that the property would not be handled as surplus, according to Karen Senich, Acting Executive Director.

Ms. Goodhouse said that the Society, now doing business under the name Connecticut Landmarks, has plans to use the property for its administrative offices.  They have eight museums, including the Butler-McCook House and Garden, Main Street History Center, adjacent to the subject property.  The Amos Bull house was the first house in Connecticut to be placed on the National Register of Historic Places.

Mr. Cramer reported that on October 9, 2002, the Board approved a Construction Administration contract for construction phase services with FIP Construction, Inc. in the amount of $1,093,000 for a duration of 565 calendar days.  Initial construction and total project budget estimates were $23,900,000 and $31,704,000, respectively.  Since October 2002, the respective budgets have been revised to $25,317,000 and $34,454,000.
Mr. Cramer said that Commission Letter #1, approved by the Board on November 8, 2007, modified the Consultant’s contract to provide an additional 7 weeks of full-time construction administration 
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services at $12,000 per week and project closeout services for 3 weeks at $4,000 per week for a total cost of $96,000.  Commission Letter #1 increased the total construction administrator’s fee during construction from $1,093,000 to $1,189,000 or 4.70% of construction budget.

Mr. Cramer indicated that the subject Commission Letter #2, for a fee not-to-exceed $84,000, proposes to extend full-time construction administration services for an additional 6 weeks (from 12/10/07 through 1/18/08) at $12,000 per week and also, provide the same 3 weeks for project closeout at $4,000 per week for the period of January 21, 2008 through February 8, 2008.  Mr. Cramer noted that in the transmittal memo that accompanied Commission Letter #2, the Department of Public Works disclosed that the $4,000 per week that was to be expended over the estimated three week project closeout was used to compensate the Consultant for one additional week of full-time construction administration services ending December 7, 2007.
Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #2 for the following reasons:

1. Requests for payment will be certified for accuracy and work performed.  The State has the right to audit.

2. The costs for construction administration services during construction in excess of budget will be funded from the project’s contingency account.
3. The General Contractor was notified on August 3, 2007 that it is subject to a claim for damages.
