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a cover letter indicating that the Department of Environmental Protection was “anticipating approval at the December 2010 Bond Commission meeting.”  Chairman Greenberg recommended that the Board’s review of the request for expanded construction administration services be suspended, pending receipt of confirmation of project funding.

of the HVAC systems for North Hall and Beecher Hall from a chilled beam 


system to a fan coil unit system (Phases 2 and 3).
This project will provide for the conversion of heating, ventilating, and air conditioning (HVAC) systems in five residence halls on the campus of Central Connecticut State University, New Britain.  The halls are Catherine Beecher Hall, Sam May Hall, Mildred Barrows Hall, Robert Vance Hall and Seth North Hall.  
Mr. Dillon reported that during the design development phase, a chilled-beam system was recommended as more efficient alternative to the fan coil system. As such, three of the dormitories were designed with a chilled beam system and the remaining 2-high rise buildings were designed with the intended fan coil system.  During the course of construction for the first dormitory utilizing the chilled beam system, the contractor experienced difficulty retro-fitting the system into the existing building.  Due to this issue, the 

Central Connecticut State University (CCSU) has now opted to go back to the fan coil system for the remaining two buildings that were previously designed with a chilled beam system. 
Commission Letter #2, in the amount of $57,000, is intended to compensate the consultant, LMG Consulting Engineers Inc. (LMG), for additional services related to the redesign of the CCSU HVAC Residence Hall Conversion at two dormitories.  Specifically, this project will entail taking the already designed chilled beam system project and redesigning the buildings with the intended fan coil system.  
Mr. Dillon recommended that the Board’s review of CL #2 be suspended pending receipt of additional information concerning the revised design development scope, the decision to change the design and how the decision affects the overall project budget.
