Conveyance of seven parcels of land and a dam structure pursuant to Public 


Act No. 10-1, Section 11, June Special Session.
Mr. Dillon reported that this conveyance includes seven parcels and a dam structure located in an area bordered by Allings Crossing Road, Phipps Drive and West Main Street in the Town of West Haven.  This area is known as the Lake Phipps Special Taxing District.

The parcels were conveyed to the State of Connecticut to the custody of the Department of 
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Environmental Protection (DEP) in September 1990.  The parcels were conveyed due to a court judgment related to the dissolution of the Lake Phipps Landowners Corporation (LPLC) with pending liabilities and claims. During this time, the DEP had identified numerous dam safety issues within the development that the LPLC did not have the financial capacity to resolve.  As such LPLC via a court judgment conveyed the parcels to the DEP.

In the mid-1990’s the DEP identified the dams on site as a “high-hazard” and lowered the water level to below the spillway.   In January 2008, the State Bond Commission approved $2.1M to finance repairs to the Upper Lake Phipps Dam.   The approval also included repairs to two stone dams, a soil berm and a tide gate.
Pursuant to the above-referenced public act, the DEP is conveying the seven parcels to the Lake Phipps Special Taxing District. The release does not have any conditions or future reversion clauses recited in the deed and in the Public Act.  Mr. Dillon recommended approval of the item.
