Summary of the Original SustiNet Policy Proposal (Stan Dorn, 9/16/09) 

related to delivery system reforms

Goal: Improve health

· Prevention and management of chronic illness

· Promote wellness

· End racial and ethnic disparities in health care and health outcomes

How can SustiNet achieve the goal of improving health? 

1) Patient-centered medical home
· Each practice chooses to provide care coordination, 24/7 availability, and/or patient education to better manage their own conditions

· Community-based nurses, patient educators, social workers, insurers, and SustiNet staff perform medical home functions outside the practice
2) Health information technology (HIT)

· Make HIT affordable and useful to providers

· Require providers to implement HIT in order to participate in SustiNet

3) Evidence-based medicine

· Guidelines to be chosen among broad stakeholder group

· Providers implement guidelines based on reasonableness (not “cookbook”)

· Providers are certified as high quality for certain conditions with periodic quality reviews
4) Public health investments

· Obesity prevention 

· Tobacco cessation 

· Health care workforce investments 

· Preventive care

· Immunizations, screenings at work, school, community
5) Transparency and information reforms

6) New provider reimbursement structure

· i.e. risk-adjusted monthly fee and supplemental payments for medical home
