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· Teen/child passenger deaths= 62

· Of the 62 passenger deaths, 42 (68%) were teens; 

· Of the 42 teen passenger deaths, 25 (60%) were determined to have teen drivers 16-19 years of age;

· It is estimated that another 8-10 passenger deaths were likely to involve teen drivers. 
· Of the 62 passenger deaths, 18 (29%) of those fatalities were primarily children under 10 years-old, and involved an adult or parent driver.


· Teen driver deaths= 47 (33% of all child motor vehicle deaths)

· 36 male


· 11 female

· Pedestrians=13

· Bicycle=5


· Motorcycle= 5 (all teen passengers)

· Back-over= 5

· Other=4

Consistent risk factors impacting child motor vehicle deaths:

· Speed 

· Alcohol

· Multiple passengers

· Inexperience

· Seatbelt use

Boys were three-times more likely than girls to die in a motor vehicle accident, boys were also more likely to have multiple passengers, and subsequently multiple fatalities.
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
